The Home and Community Based Services (HCBS) Waiver for the Frail Elderly (FE Waiver) is currently in the process of renewal. The proposed major change, reflected in Appendix B6, is the revision to the Level of Care (LOC) Evaluation/Reevaluation to align with the Nursing Facility (NF) LOC criteria. Other proposed changes are to update language and timelines of Quality Improvement to align with Access/Final Rule. The FE Waiver renewal will be submitted to Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) for approval.
